 How to reserve a unit, subject to availability - the following process applies within the Old Mill development:- 

PAYMENT TERMS & CONDITIONS there are three simple payment steps when purchasing an apartment. 
1. Reservation fee of ú3000 provisionally reserves an apartment, giving time to make a final decision regarding a purchase. 
2. Deposit 35% (minus the initial reservation fee of ú3000) payable when a Preliminary Purchase Contract is signed (compromesso) 
3. Balance 65% payable when Final Purchase Contract (rogito) is signed ï you will be asked to sign this before completion of the property. 

 
RESERVATION FEE ú3000 This is payable when a client is interested in a specific apartment and would like to remove it from the market. When a Reservation Fee is paid, the 
promoter will reserve the apartment exclusively for the client. If a client reserves a particular unit for purchase, but when visiting the site decides upon an alternative available 
apartment, then this Reservation Fee is fully transferable. If a decision not to buy is made within 30 days, the ú3000 Reservation Fee is fully refundable. If no final decision is 
made within the 30 days the Reservation Fee is forfeited and not refundable. 
 
DEPOSIT 35% When the decision has been made to buy the apartment, the client should appoint their lawyer. The lawyer should contact the developers legal representative 
who will assist in the procedure required for the developer to sign the Preliminary Purchase Contract (compromesso). A total of 35% deposit of the purchase price (minus the 
initial Reservation Fee of ú3000) is payable to the developer upon signing the Preliminary Purchase Contract. This process usually takes place within 30 days from the initial 
reservation. Once the deposit has been made, the developer will issue a bank guarantee to the client, equivalent to 35% of the purchase price. 
 
BALANCE 65% After completion of the apartment and before 30/06/08, the final Purchase Contract (rogito) is signed between the developer and the client in front of a local 
Notary. The 65% balance of the purchase price is payable directly to the developer. 
 
 
  THE BUYING PROCESS When purchasing a property in Italy, it is always sensible to be aware of any extra 
costs you need to be prepared for, in addition to applicable taxes, you will be required to appoint a solicitor 
to represent you in your purchase.  
The fee usually amounts to approximately 2.5% of the total declared value of the property, minimum charge 
of approximately ú1300, bear in mind that there can be variation between Notaries. 
You will also pay the Geometraôs fee for the conveyance of the property, these can vary between ú500 and 
ú2000 depending upon the work involved in the conveyance. 
In many cases you may not wish to be in Italy at the time when the public title deed needs to be signed, in 
these circumstances you need to have Power of Attorney prepared authorising either someone nominated by 
you or a person associated with your lawyer to sign on your behalf, bear in mind that you will also then have 
to pay the expenses of the person who attends to sign and pay the taxes on your behalf. Obtain an estimate 
from your lawyer in advance. Preparing the documents to authorise Power of Attorney should not cost more 
than ú250. 
In order to buy a property in Italy, you need to be registered with the Italian Tax Authorities and to have a tax
